Protect Your Personal Information - Don't carry your social security card with you, and if
asked to provide it, ask the person what law requires you to give your number and what
happens if you refuse.

Be Vigilant Against Tricks - Never provide personal information to anyone in response to
unsolicited requests or unknown emails.

Protect Your Documents - Shred your confidential trash and don’t leave outgoing mail with
personal information in your mailbox for pick-up; drop your mail at the post office.

Check Your Credit Report - Order your credit reports at least 3 times per year and check
financial accounts often and investigate any unusual activity.

The City's residential billing structure includes monthly service ~ County Fee: County fee based on estimated market value

City’s control. Items include: Sewer Debt Charge: City charge for water treatment plant/system upgrade loan
Water Monthly: Water consumed (1,000s of gallons) Sewer Service Charge:  City charge to provide sewage disposal services

Sewer Monthly: Sewer Usage (equal to water usage) Res SWM Tax: Residential Solid Waste Management Tax (MN tax)

Res Refuse: City charge based on volume generated EPA: Once a year fee to fund water testing (MDH mandate)

How to Read Your Water Meter

Per city code, meter readings must be provided to the City by the 20th of each month, or a $10 estimation fee will be applied on the next utility bill
(meters with remote read capabilities are read by the City and billed a $3/month fee).

To read your meter, always read the volume numbers from right to left, beginning with the first movable ENTER YOUR NEW METER READING
(rotating) number. Enter the numbers on your payment remittance slip beginning in the far right shaded I ‘ ‘ ‘ | | J ‘ 0 |
square (do not include any stationary numbers on the meter).

DROP-OFF AT CITY GARAGE
The City will accept items for disposal at the City Garage, located at 6 Fayal Road, April 20 to May 15, 2015. Drop-Off hours are 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.,
Monday-Friday. Extended hours of 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., Monday-Friday, will be offered from April 27-May 8, 2015.

This service is only available to Citizens of Eveleth; proof of residency will be required.

Items that may be brought to the City Garage include: Tires, batteries, appliances (white goods), scrap metals, building demolition, household
goods (furniture, etc.), and household rubbish (clothes, kitchen items, etc.). THE CITY WILL NOT ACCEPT TVs OR COMPUTER MONITORS
FOR DISPOSAL. THESE ITEMS MUST BE BROUGHT TO THE ST. LOUIS COUNTY LANDFILL FOR DISPOSAL.

Paint and like containers need to be empty and dry. NO hazardous waste, fluorescent tubes, containers with liquid, used oil,
or empty petroleum-soiled containers will be accepted.

NOTICE: Yard waste (leaves, grass clippings, branches, etc.) will be accepted at the City Garage
beginning April 20 and continuing until October 30, 2015.

YARD WASTE ALLEY PICKUP
The City will begin picking up Yard Waste in the alleys on May 11, 2015. Yard Waste must be placed in the alley prior to this date or it will not be picked
up. Pickup will begin on the east side of the City (Station 44, Eastview, & Morningside) and proceed westerly. There will be no second chance.
PLEASE, DO NOT pile yard waste next to the dumpster. DO NOT put yard waste in the dumpster. Excessive amounts of yard waste
will be reviewed and the owner notified of a pending charge before they are picked up. Anyone placing yard waste in alleys
after the pickup is completed in that area could be cited for blight.

The City will not pick up Appliances, Tires, Batteries, Scrap Metals, Building Demolition, and/or Household Goods as a part of the citywide
alley pickup. Anyone wishing to dispose of these items may either bring them to the City Garage during the times and dates listed above, or
contact the Public Works Department at 744-7504 to request a special pickup. The cost for special pickups is as follows (Fees may be waived

for persons with limited income): $25.00 per dump truck load (customer loads); up to $25.00 per pickup truck load (City loads), determined on an

individual basis, based upon volume; $10 per major appliance (City loads).
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
